SEPTEMBER 6, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Acting Mayor Hilgren with the Mayor absent.  Also present were Tom Myers-Independent, Larry Lahman, Doug Whiting, Gary Anderson, Shorty Revering, Rick Gappa and Ron Grefe.

The minutes of August 1, 5 and 15th were read and approved with a motion made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger.

Doug informed us that Ron Madison has been hired by the city of Benson and Saturday September 3rd was his last night of work for Parkers.  Discussion was held on the hiring of another part-time officer and his wages.  A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to allow Doug to look for another part-time person.  No decision was made on the salary.  Problems with the squad car will be discussed later in the meeting.

Terry Clark was present to discuss the CEP program with the council whereby CEP would pay for half of his wages for the first six months if we would have any full-time employment or schooling for him.  The council made no decisions.

Tree bids were opened and were bid as such:

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Palmer to accept Walsh’s bid only if for 22 trees and proof of insurance presented.  (Call to Walsh’s stated their bid would not change for 22 trees and insurance papers will be provided.)

The Fire Relief Department is asking for $1,650 in municipal support in 1989 and a $50 raise, which would raise the city’s support to $2,250 in 1990.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to approve the following building permits: Robert Lamere, Don Rotz, Richard Westlund, Karen Meyers, Duane Zuehlke and Midwest Telephone.  Discussion was held on the pros and cons of commercial buildings being able to build to the property line.

Tarring on the Larson street was dropped until next spring.

A meeting regarding the fire department will be held on September 22, 1988 at 8:30 PM.  The townships will be sent notice to attend if they so wish.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to pay the required fee of $25, but not to sign a contract with the Gopher State One-Call Service.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger to approve all August bills presented.

Palmer will contact Del Rodetzke through OTC Courthouse regarding the set up of a financial meeting for persons interested in business funding.

LMC Regional Meeting will be held in Henning on September 16 and will be attended by Palmer, Klein and Meyers.

A thank you not was received and read from the Class of ’73 regarding the park facilities.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to donate $200 to the Otter Tail County Historical Society.

The health officers will check into the problem of rats on and near the “county farm”.

Complaint was also made of Don Zuehlke’s business sign being on state right-of-way and being a hazard to drivers.  If the sign continues to be a problem after September 12, he will be notified.

Water pressure problem at Ponderosa has been alleviated by the installation of a new water meter.  Tarring will be done before winter.

Water meter will be placed in Jack Pike’s building soon.  Meter will also be placed at Herman Weber’s as soon as sewer is hooked into home.

Swimming pool was closed on Labor Day for this year!

Doug will check into the possibility of another squad car after the many problems he has been having with the present one.

Tuesday, September 13th 7:00 PM was set as the wage negotiation meeting with employees to be present by 8:00 PM.  (This was later changed to Monday, September 12th due to conflict of dates.)

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 8:45 PM.
