Mention was made that the hospital board filing will be closing on Friday, September 23.  The council candidates will draw lots for general election ballot placement.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to hire Gary Nordseth as a part-time police officer for approximately 20 hours a week at the starting pay of $4.75 per hour.

The police, fire and street budgets were worked on.  The next meeting will be held at 9:00 AM on Saturday the 24th to continue the budget.
