NOVEMBER 14, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with Ellen Palmer absent plus the following present Gene Payne, Tom Myers-Independent, Doug Whiting, Larry Lahman and David Matheson.

The minutes were read from October 3, 7, and 20th and approved with a motion made by Krueger and seconded by Klein.  Palmer arrived at 7:10 PM.

Gene Payne was present to complain about the obnoxious weeds on the north west corner of Parkers.  The Weed Committee will talk with the township regarding this and the owner will be contacted regarding a solution.

Payne also stated that he would like to replace the size of the water pipes to his place of business when the road is being repaired.

Doug Whiting discussed the need for PBT equipment for the police department.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger to purchase the equipment at a cost of $365.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to accept the Resolution sent by DOT for repair to the highway including 3 left hand turn lanes.

One bid was received from Mark Roach for $140 for the 50’ lot at 412 N Dayton Ave.  This bid was rejected, but the council did state they would accept a $200 bid with the buyer responsible for any and all legal fees relating to this sale.  (Mark Roach called and was told of the decision.  He will inform us if he is interested.)

Comparable worth was discussed briefly.  The committee appointed by the Mayor to continue this study was Klein and Krueger.  It was also approved that all employees would punch a time clock with a motion made by Palmer and seconded by Hilgren.

Discussion was held on the hepatitis B shots for the emergency personnel.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to approve the shots up to a cost of $110 for each attendant.

The Senior Citizens have offered us $32.42 per month towards their use of the Community Center.  The council feels the amount is unreasonable and will discuss this with the assistant director as soon as possible.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve all bills as listed plus the November LMC Insurance bill and the bill from Griesert for the repair of the chimney.

Jack Pike will be notified that a water meter must be installed in his building immediately.

West Central MN Initiative is asking for a $250 donation.  This was tabled until Palmer receives more information on this.

The clerk will attend a computer seminar in Minneapolis on December 7.

A meeting regarding economic development will be held on November 21, 1988 at 7:00 PM at the Community Center.  Del Rodetzke, OTC Consultant, and Tom Thelen, LMC Field Representative will be present.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger to replace the stop sign at Walter Haack’s corner.

Discussion was held regarding parking on the west side across from the high school.  A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Hilgren to install a temporary no parking sign.  Krueger will check it out with Larry as to the distance covered by the no parking and Larry will order signs as needed.

Closing of the Liquor Store on December 26, 1988 and January 2, 1989 will be decided by Joanne and the Liquor Committee.  Inventory will be on January 2, 1989.

The Lions Club is applying for a Bingo License and is being asked to pay the standard $20 fee for building rental.

David Matheson was present to ask for early morning removal of snow from his place of business.  Doug will contact the State regarding their preauthorized approval needed.

Doug will contact Midwest Telephone Company to remove their small building off the road to better assist the snow removal equipment.

Further discussion was held on Larry’s ambulance call time and his afternoon off with no decision being made.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Palmer to adjourn at 9:15 PM.
