Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 1:30 PM with all council present except Palmer and Klein plus Doris Wilcox, Adell Hartman and Renetta Madson.

Discussion was held regarding the Senior Citizens use of the Community Center.  Their dinners three times a week average 41 persons being served with an average of $1.48 paid per meal.  Doris Wilcox, Assistant Director for this area, left information as to where to apply in cases of hardship.  She noted that nutrition and socialization were the reasons that the Senior Citizens were originally started.
