DECEMBER 5, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Mayor with all council present.  Also present were Gary Anderson, Doug Whiting, Tom Myers-Independent, Larry Lahman, Skip Woodworth, Lynn Edenloff, Luella Baas, Renetta Madson, Adell Hartman, Elaine and Allen Fyhrie, Ken Hadley, David Matheson, Gene Payne and Ron Grefe.

Renetta Madson was present to inform the council of the amounts the Senior Citizens have applied towards the costs at the Community Center.  After some discussion, it was agreed that the council was only asking for a small donation when they used the center for moneymaking projects.

Elaine and Allen Fyhrie have purchased the Laundromat and requested the approval of their starting a game room on the north side of the building.  This room would have an attendant, video games, and possible snack bar and be open until approximately 10:00 PM each evening.  The council was in full approval of their request.  Price per game is still $5 per year.

Doug Whiting was present to discuss carburetor problems with the police car.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to call for bids for a new 1989 police car, with the right to reject all bids if so decided.  Bids will be opened at the first meeting in January.

The snowmobile ordinance was discussed and it was decided to publish the fact that snowmobiles are prohibited from use between the hours of 1-7 AM or closer than 300 feet to the hospital or the nursing home at any time.  It will also be published that cars are to be removed from the city streets while snow removal is being done.  Doug will contact Paul McWhorter regarding the DATA trail, which is not well marked.

Doug will attend schooling for calibration of the PBT on Wednesday in St. Paul.

Gene Payne was present to ask for and receive approval by the council to have Larry place snow on the main street on December 17th for the sleigh rides.

Discussion was held regarding the closed street by Midwest.  It was agreed upon by all council members that the street should be cleaned up and open by December 9th.

An ad will be placed in the paper stating all water meters should be installed by January 1st-no exceptions.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger to hire Marie Schmidt for part-time help in the Liquor Store at $4 per hour.  Year end inventory will be done on January 2nd.

Hilgren will talk to the school administration regarding the parking on the west side of the school.

The telephone at the shop will be removed since contact can be made with the radios.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Hilgren to approve the minutes after agreeing temporary signs would not necessarily be used at the high school for no parking.

The city has not yet received the liability statement from the First Lutheran Church.

The November bills were approved with a motion made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Palmer to adjourn at 8:25 PM.
