Emergency Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 8:20 AM with all council present.

Discussion was held regarding the breakdown of the loader and the repairs needed.  A used loader would run a minimum of $20,000.  Hilgren and Krueger will look into finding new or used parts to consider repairing the loader.  Prairie Implement called regarding the cost of a loader for the Allis, which would be $2,900 for an 84” bucket, mounted and freight paid, if bought this week.

Hilgren stated that Kingston would charge $35 per hour to load snow and Kamphake would charge $70 per hour to load and furnish one truck.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Hilgren to hire Kamphake to move snow at $70 per hour using one of his trucks to complete snow removal.

Mention was made of the fact that the city radio will be carried by the employee on duty and left at the shop when neither employee is at work.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to hire Duane Huwe at $4.50 per hour for 35 hours per week to manage the skating rink.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger to adjourn at 9:25 AM.
