JANUARY 3, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present plus Mark Roach, Bob Johnston, Darlene Bremmer, Tom Myers-Independent, John Kamphake-JJ’s and Doug Whiting.

First order of business was to swear in the Mayor, Carold Hilgren, and the two new council members, Gary Anderson and Skip Woodworth.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve the minutes of the December meetings as read.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve the December bills as presented.

Robert Johnston and Darlene Bremmer, in behalf of the Parkers Prairie School Intervention Program, questioned regarding our policy or procedure toward alcohol violations of minors.  At this time, first time offenders are not charged, but are required to do community service.  After some discussion the council went on record to stand behind the police chief in his decisions toward handling this situation.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to appoint the First National Bank of Parkers Prairie as official depository.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to appoint the Independent as official newspaper.

Discussion was held regarding approving the new officers of the fire department.  This will be brought up at the February meeting.

Anderson presented some information and prices regarding the new pager and encoder system.  A Fire Committee meeting will be held on January 16, 1989 at 8:15 PM.  The local townships will be invited to attend this discussion.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve the cigarette licenses as listed on the enclosed page.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the general corporate licenses as listed.

The on and off sale applications were not approved after discussion was held on whether we must publish applications before approval (a phone call to the League stated we did not have to publish applications.  A hearing must be published and held only if we are denying or suspending a license).  A special meeting will be held on January 13, 1989 at 1:00 PM to approve the applications.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to hire the Paul Julin Co to audit the 1988 books at the maximum price of $3,000.

Hilgren and Woodworth will attend the Newly Elected Officials Conference in Mpls on January 28.

The council and the clerk are invited to the Sr. Citizen Center for dinner on the 13th of January.

Discussion was held regarding the loader repair.  Sweeney Brothers in Burnsville felt they could get all parts we need.  The Street Committee will contact Kamphake to remove snow if needed until the loader is repaired.

Police car bids were received from Steinbring - $13,959 – 1989 Chevrolet Caprice with police package and Chattin - $13,877.50 – 1989 Crown Victoria.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve Chattin Ford bid.

Discussion was held regarding the city’s removal of snow from the highway from Chattin’s lot.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to not charge Chattin unless the state stipulates they will not pay for the removal.  Krueger opposed.  Klein abstained.

Hilgren requested that city employees try to refrain from more than 40 hours to eliminate overtime pay and comp time except in cases of emergency (snow removal, etc.).  This seemed agreeable.

Anderson informed the council of the possibility of a new building being accepted through a government block grant if it is accepted.

Woodworth questioned the removal of the shop phone.  The motion at the January meeting to have it removed for a trial period will stand.

Klein and Krueger as appointed will work on comparable worth.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 9:05 PM.
