FEBRUARY 6, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Hilgren at 7:00 PM with all council present.  Also present were Tom Myers-Independent, Ralph Hemmerlin, Larry Hartwell, Doug Whiting, Dale Weber, Sherryl Koep, Bob Huckle, Tom Augustin, Rich Revering and Bruce Lamar.

Ralph Hemmerlin was present to ask for a beer license for the Lions Smoker, which will be held on February 11, 1989 at the City Hall.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to grant the Lions permission to sell beer Saturday night and until 12:30 AM Sunday.

Larry Hartwell representing Watertower Paint and Repair asked the city to consider a water tower inspection this summer at the cost of $250.  This would include a VCR tape taken of the tower, cleaning, sterilizing and spraying.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve the contract.  The city will be given 2-4 days notice before work is to be done.  Hartwell also left a copy of their insurance coverage.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to accept the encroachment liability contract, which Terry Carlson presented to the council for First Lutheran Church.

Bob Huckle asked that it be known the Melynda Schaeffer is eligible as an official EMT now that she has reached her 18th birthday and papers will be sent to the National Registry along with a check for $15.  Huckle also requested permission and received it, with a motion by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth, to apply for matching funds for $1,439 worth of equipment needed by the ambulance.

Tom Augustin and Rich Revering presented a cost estimate report regarding the storm sewer and utility improvements they feel should possibly be completed before the road is redone.  Larry is to complete the survey work they asked for and return it to them as soon as possible.

Sherryl Koep complained about a $26.72 penalty bill that had been added to her water bill when she did not pay on time due to a water meter problem.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to drop the penalty.  Krueger opposed.  Krueger and Woodworth will go to Koep’s on Tuesday evening at 6:30 PM to discuss changing her business utilities account to a business and personal as it should be.  Larry will be informed by the clerk to be present if possible.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to approve the minutes for all January meetings after including Woodside Township as being present at the January 16th meeting.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to carry on overtime hours as before (comp time or pay as employee wishes) but that comp time must be used by the last day of the year or employee will automatically receive overtime pay.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Anderson to invest $65,597 received as final State Grant payment for the sewage disposal project in First Bank, Alexandria for 5 months at 9%.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to pay all January bills as presented.

Hilgren and Woodworth discussed their meeting in Minneapolis for newly elected officials.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to set Thursday, February 9, 1989 at 5:15PM for a special meeting to further discuss the signing of the contract received from MNDOT.  Larry is to be present at the meeting and will be informed.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to adjourn at 9:25PM.
