MARCH 6, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Hilgren with all council present plus about twenty-five of the public.

The February minutes were read and approved with a motion by Woodworth and seconded by Klein.

Discussion was held regarding the purchase of new pagers for the fire, police and ambulance department.  Questions were raised whether we should immediately purchase the encoder, whether the fire bar would need to be raised to help pay for the pagers.  A motion by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to accept the proposal for pagers for the three departments for a total package of $14,781.50, delivered and installed within approximately six weeks (except for the police pager which will take longer).

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to transfer $50,000 from the liquor to the general fund to invest for a period of 90 days.

Doug suggested keeping the old police car for the present time.  This was acceptable by the council.  A license plat will be ordered.

The hospital asked for a letter of support from the council in their efforts to apply for grant money.  This will be done.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to pay the February bills as presented.

Discussion was held on the utility improvements report received from Tom Augustin.  He recommended at least the two blocks by the high school be considered for replacement.  It was agreed upon that Tom should design work 1) for everything including the five blocks of water main and 2) for everything on the report except the five blocks water main.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to set the public hearing for March 27, 1989 at 7:00 PM.

Larry will check with persons having received a water meter to see if they are all installed.

Mark Roach will be buying the lot next to his home for $200 plus all costs.

The Lions Club Bingo License has been approved.

The Board of Review will be held May 30, 1989 from 1:30 to 3:00 PM.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 8:50 PM.
