Public Hearing Council Meeting

The hearing was called to order at 7:00 PM in the City Hall with approximately fifty people and all council present.

Tom Augustin was present to explain all construction and costs involved in replacing 5 blocks of water main from Soo Street and south and the services to the mains from Hwy 235 to Jackson Street.  The estimated cost of the entire project would be $117,105 with the services estimated at $48,800 of that cost.  All services would then have a copper shutoff.  Discussion followed.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to proceed with the project at an estimated cost of $114,045 after dropping Part 2 work valued at $3,060.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to authorize bid advertising on Wednesday, April 26, 1989 at 4:00 to open bids.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 9:15PM.
