APRIL 3, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Hilgren with Krueger absent.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the March minutes as read.

Phil Holte was present to inquire about the possibility of closing the roadway on the west side of the former Bertha Block home since the road is neither regularly used, graded or plowed.  Our lawyer will be contacted regarding the possibility of vacating the road entirely.

Bob Huckle received a motion by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve the ordering of the ambulance equipment previously requested whereby EMS will reimburse for one-half of the cost.

Marlon Halbakken was present to request renting of the community center twice a week for three weeks to hold Bible meetings.  This will be dealt with later in the meeting.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve a building permit for a canopy over the pumps at Dick’s Standard.

Pool application ads will be placed in the paper for two weeks.  Hiring of a manager, instructors and lifeguards will be decided at the May meeting.

Mention was made of the Parkers Prairie Township Fire Contract not yet being signed due to a complaint of the wording in the contract.  It was agreed there should be no discussion of change until the new contracts are to be negotiated.

Arland Klein and Larry will check into the problems with the south city hall door.  Replacement of the door would cost approximately $310.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to replace the locks at the community center, the city hall doors and to put bars on the rest of the liquor store doors.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to accept the alternate plan received for the safe evacuation of the trailer court residents to private homes.  Woodworth opposed.

Discussion was held regarding the Curt Anderson property, which possibly should be condemned.  A bill will be placed on his taxes for the work the maintenance employees have done on his property in the past.  Klein will talk to Anderson again regarding this problem.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to donate $50 to the Council on Domestic Violence in Fergus Falls.

Discussion was held regarding information from the League which states that any fundraiser money made by the Fire Department is to be channeled through the city books.

The Fire Committee regarding the fire training center electric bill was tabled due to the absence of Krueger.

Joanne and the Liquor Committee are to present some plans at the May meeting regarding the possibility of some remodeling in the liquor store.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the March bills as presented.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to allow the Bible meeting at the community center.

Doug is to talk to Dr. Struthers to prevent the problems with bees again this year.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 8:35 PM.
