Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all members present plus Tom Myers-Independent and Ron Grefe.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to accept Prairie Lumber’s bid of $1,363.50 for 500 feet of chain link fence, posts, and caps needed to replace the snow fence at the City Park on the condition the Lions would furnish the labor.

Woodworth was asked to see that the worst spots in the roads were temporarily patched.  Woodworth and Anderson will go over the tarring project quotes.

Krista and the Pool Committee will hire lifeguards and work out schedules this week so the pool can open according to schedule on June 5th.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to sell city lots for $500.00 with the buyer paying all legal costs.  If a house is completed on the lot within one year, all assessments paid, $499 will be returned.

The city office house will be changed to 8-12, 1-4 as of May 22, 1989.

Discussion was held regarding the financing of the utility improvement project.  Donald Hanson is researching for us and in the meantime, the Attorney General or State Auditor will be contacted regarding this.

A request has been made asking to be allowed to burn the tumbleweed thistles that have found their way into town.  City ordinance states no burning, therefore no exception.

Productive Alternatives will clean the city hall twice a week every other week.  Rental of city buildings will stay as is.  City tables and chairs can be borrowed by city organizations if needed.

Rick Gappa has offered to furnish gravel if needed for the Lake Adley Road.

The road west of Junior Cigelski’s will be regraded and repaired at a cost of $500 to the city.  Anderson and Woodworth will check into the work being done and will approve if reasonable.

Peter Dahl has been hired as part-time police officer to replace Gary Nordseth.

Doug will be asked to check on the complaints regarding unleashed dogs running loose.

Discussion was held regarding the business interested in locating in Parkers.  The council decided to put the project on hold for the present time.

The council asked that a letter be sent to the Car Wash regarding the problem with sand in the sanitary sewer stating that it must be properly maintained in order to receive they water service from the city.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 9:10 PM.
