Folsom Drug (land-1,800 and structure-33,600) and Gillespies were present to ask for lowering of values, stating that city buildings are unsellable.

Dennis Morrison-21,600 market value est.: feels this is too high for 24 x 34 ft home-816 sq. ft, built in 1959.

Lois and Elmer Johnson signed forms to receive homestead credit on their home in the city.

Letter received from Marion Johnson (Pearl Skoglund home) asking that market value be decreased from $32,500 as house was appraised at $26,100.

Willow Square Apartments asking for decrease from estimate value of $255,900.
