JUNE 5, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all members present plus Larry Lahman, Tom Myers-Independent, Doug Whiting and David Matheson.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the May minutes.

The Street Committee will contact Kamphake to correct the road problem east of Lois Ranstedt’s.

The Street Committee will also see that handicap sidewalks are constructed where needed this summer.

Doug was present to request the purchase of a used Dictaphone and recorder from the bank for $75plus needed extras at approximately $55 for the purpose of recording and typing statements taken from individuals for legal action.  A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth for legal action.  A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth to approve the purchase.

John Chattin was present for equalization discussion, stating his property is charged at $5.47 per sq. foot and feels this is out of line.  He is asking that it be lowered to $4.50 per sq. foot.  Gillespie’s have asked for consideration with their property valuation.  Their total valuation is now $58,800.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to lower valuation of Gillespie’s to $50,000 and to change Chattin Ford to $4.50 per sq. foot overall.

The hearing regarding the vacating of the road that is on the east side of the previous Bertha Block home will be held on July 3, 1989 at the regular council meeting with a motion made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth.

Klein had contacted Curt Anderson regarding his property.  Curt offered the city the property if we will tear the house down.  An ad will be placed in the paper for someone to tear the house down if the fire department does not want to burn the house down.

Discussion was held on the tarring repairs with no decisions being made at present.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Krueger to have Kingston repair the road west of Cigelski’s at a total cost of $800 and to gravel the city’s portion of the Floral shop road for $60.

Larry will apply chloride on the main road to hold down the dust if it continues to be a problem.

The discussion regarding a cost-share maxi-audit has been dropped.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to accept the bond resolution regarding the utility improvements.

Discussion was had regarding the idea of building a road between Joe Dorn Jr’s and the Urbank Highway.  The idea was dropped for now.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to buy a cassette recorder and tape all meetings.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth to approve the resolution opposing EPA’s testing and pH requirements in municipal water systems.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the first payment to Delzer Construction.  The general fund CD will be cashed in for this payment.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to pay the May bills as presented.

A letter was received and read from Gary Nordseth thanking the council for support and hospitality while he was a police officer for the city.

Woodworth will check into some valve maintenance at the pool which would allow the heaters to shut down when the pumps are down to prevent problems seen recently.

The Lions will construct the chain link fence, which should be here by Friday.

Discussion was held regarding the pop machine upstairs in the city hall.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to leave the machine upstairs with all proceeds going to the Liquor Store.

Anderson will look into the problem of receiving our new city hall door and replacing of city hall locks.

The school would like to place a basketball hoop and assembly on the west side of the pool in the parking space area.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the basketball assembly on a trial basis.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn.
