Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Hilgren at 5:15 PM with Klein absent.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve $2,775 as the cost for six handicap accessible sidewalks to be constructed by Delzer Construction.

It was agreed to patch only the bad street spots, which include the street by the city shop, Sunset Avenue by Noetzelmans, Meissner’s street (at individual’s expense), alley behind Rick’s and the Liquor Store parking lot.

Discussion was held regarding the building up of the Lake Adley Park Road.  Kingston stated it would cost no more than $2,000.  This was tabled until the Monday meeting.

A complaint was received regarding fill being brought in at PJ’s.  The Street Committee will investigate after the meeting.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Krueger to approve the cost of $1,200 for tarring 3rd Avenue East between Lake and Main Street by Immanuel Lutheran Church on the condition we have signed forms from 100% of the owners abutting the street consenting to the assessment cost to their property.  No public hearing will be required with this approval.  Clerk will follow up on this.

Complaint regarding the condition of Taylor’s windows was discussed.  Anderson was told Hemmerlin is to repair the windows this week.

Anderson stated that Dennis Stark of Alex Tech would not recommend burning down Curt Anderson’s house unless the City has title and signed paper stating the approval to burn.  Anderson will talk to neighbors regarding any objections they may have and see about getting title to the property.

Anderson will talk to Grefe regarding the doors, locks and fence that are to be replaced and have not been received.

Discussion was held regarding the installation of PVC pipe running water into the storm sewer near Midwest Telephone.  Anderson will check with Reverings regarding this.  Klein arrived.

The cost of legally vacating the street by Holte’s would cost about $1,500.  This matter will be dropped.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 6:10 PM.
