JULY 3, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all members present plus Marvin Pooler, Terry Zimmerman and John Kamphake-PJ’s.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to accept the June minutes.

Marvin Pooler was present to ask for water and sewer to a home he is placing south of Cigelski’s.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to furnish a 1” line to this lot.

Terry Zimmerman was present to request a beer license for the fall festival on August 12th and 13th.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the JC’s permission to sell beer but they must show proof of insurance covering the event.

The fence and door from Prairie Lumber is to be in this week and the bill will be paid when the merchandise is delivered.

Discussion was held regarding the brine tank near the water tower.  Skip will find a solution to this hazardous situation.

Mike Rooney was granted a building permit for a 12’ x 24’ addition on the south side of his home with the motion made by Klein and seconded by Krueger.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to hold the two bills to Delzer and Larson-Peterson until bond funds are available.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to pay the bills as listed.

The Mayor informed us of a letter and phone call he received from Durenburger and Anderson regarding testing of water.

Letter regarding accident insurance for councilpersons was dropped for lack of interest.

The levy limit for 1990 has not been definitely decided by the legislature yet.

A request was made of John Kamphake to talk to Jim or Joann Kamphake regarding the weeds at the cement house on the north of town.  Discussion regarding Ranstedt’s road was also brought up again.  John Kamphake will check this out with the Street Committee.

A quit claim deed will be sent to Curtis Anderson to sign if he is still interested in turning over hi property to the city.

Shorty Revering was called to the meeting to discuss trees that were removed from the boulevard by Midwest and some decorative rock in the alley which could be a hazard when the snowblower is used next winter.  Revering stated that they will comply with the complaints and will have a letter drafted regarding the water that is being run into the storm sewer.  Revering will have tarring done to cover the construction damage that was done to the road.

The Tree Committee will check out the dead elm situation and report back.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth to buy the air conditioner for $125 from Carold Hilgren.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 8:30 PM.
