AUGUST 7, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Hilgren with all members present plus Tom Myers-Independent, Bryan Revering and Doug Whiting.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to accept the minutes of the July 3rd meeting with the change of 6” plastic pipe being used instead of 1” going into the home being built by Poolers.

Bryan Revering was present for discussion of the fluctuating power bill at the training center.  A suggestion was made to possibly place another meter for the Sportsmen’s compressor.  Nothing definite was decided at this time.

Randy Highland was present to explain the 1988 auditor’s report he competed.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to accept the audit as presented.

Terry Carlson had some questions regarding the Anna Brockopp property as to whether a variance would be allowed for a parking lot if the property were bought for that purpose.  The water and sewer would be shut off causing no utility fees.  A public hearing would have to be held with property owners in the near vicinity being notified.

Doug read a letter from Tom Stringer’s office asking that we withdraw him as our city attorney and appoint another lawyer from his office to take his place.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to pass a resolution retaining the law firm of Williams and Nitz for the city attorney work.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the purchase of a different desk for Doug’s office at a cost of $150.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to have Roman Koep drain the brine tank and run it into the sanitary sewer and to have John Kamphake demolish it for $100 with the city employees filling it up.

The Street Committee will check out the street east of the high school for patching and talk to Clint regarding the tarring of the road in front of his house.

Klein will look into purchasing locks for the city hall and community center.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to charge the originator of the calls from Gopher State or the property owner for the fee we are charged.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to place an ad for two weeks in the paper for bids for cutting and removing of dead elm trees.  The bids will be opened at the September meeting.

The development group is still looking for industrial property for possible development.

Discussion was held regarding Larry’s working and attending EMT classes.  No other decision was made so he will receive overtime for anything over forty hours.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to pay all bills as listed, plus the ambulance compensation and Delzer Construction bills received today, after a discussion regarding Bjerketvedt’s bill being higher than estimate.

Bauerly Brothers will be contacted regarding their water usage this summer and a possible exchange for the hot mix we received from them.

Mention was made of the chain link fence being constructed by the Lions Club with Klein’s help.

Anderson and Woodworth will check into the placement of a building at Brock’s.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to adjourn at 9:20 PM.
