SEPTEMBER 5, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Mayor with all council present except Krueger plus Doug Whiting and Larry Lahman present.

The minutes were read and approved by Anderson and seconded by Klein with the correction that we will not bill property owners for the Gopher State One-Call bill.  Anderson will bring in a letter, which will further inform us regarding this.

Paul Baer was present to inform the council that they will be changing some of their facilities to include adult foster care.  Paul also asked for permission to construct a 26’x 44’ building with city water and sewer north of the new garage to house a workshop project.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve this permit with St Williams paying the $600 sewer assessment.

The council asked that the city employees fill in the road by Lois Zimmerman’s and move it farther to the east.  The council felt a verbal estimate of $500 to have the road moved over was high.

The Street Committee will talk to Froslee regarding the street patching to possible be done before winter.  The city employees will handle the small patching jobs.

Anderson will talk to Dale Brock’s neighbors regarding the building he has placed approximately four feet from his lot line.  If they approve, the council will give him permission to leave as is until which time he sells or vacates the house; then a correction will have to be made.

Discussion on Curt Anderson house stated that if the deed is recorded, we should place liability insurance on the property.

Pete Holte is asking for a temporary closing of the side street by his property.  The council agreed that the road could use some improvements.

Larry will talk to Gene Payne regarding the rental of his jackhammer to help in demolishing the brine tank.  Larry will also order locks for the city doors from Miltona or Alexandria if necessary.

The tree bids were opened and read as follows:


Lakes Area Tree and Shrub-15 trees - $795.00


Carr’s Tree Service-12 trees - $985.00


Steidl’s Tree Service-12 trees - $775.00

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to give the bid to Lakes Area Tree Shrub.  They will be contacted.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve the construction of 3 streetlights between Don Jahnke and Janice Halvorson’s home.  Anderson will contact Swendsrud regarding this.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the building permit for John Bowland, which was submitted by Showcase Homes.  Discussion was held regarding the road, which will have to be built to the Bowland property.  The Street Committee will look into obtaining gravel for this and other projects.

Discussion was held regarding the replacement of the shop telephone.  It was decided to put this on hold until budget time.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the bills as presented.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to set October 2, 1989 at 7:00 PM as the date for the Utility Improvement Assessment Hearing and to place these assessments on the tax rolls for a period of 10 years at 8% until paid.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to set September 11 at 7:00 PM as the first meeting regarding wages, fire, ambulance and police department budgets.

Larry discussed with the council the Minnesota Department of Health inspection and regulations.  Also discussed was the possibility of Miltona buying a pressure cleaner and asking if we would be interested in cost sharing with them.  No decisions were made.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 9:00 PM.
