SEPTEMBER 11, 1989

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present plus arrivals throughout the meeting including Tom Henry, Ron Grefe, Tom Myers-Independent, Larry Lahman, Doug Whiting, Dale Weber, Shorty Revering and Bob Huckle.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to allow Joanne to hire two part-time employees for the liquor store at $4 per hour.  (Hildegard Thompson and Bev Dowell.)

Froslee had called in a bid of $1,750 for the street patching job by the high school (6’ x 350’).  Decision to wait until Froslee calls before making a final decision.

Anderson reported on the building constructed at Dale Brocks.  No definite decision has been made as to whether the building will be allowed although it is against the city ordinances as is.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to grant a building permit to Andy Suchy for a 12’ x 16’ portable building.

Discussion was held regarding the road to be built by Bowland’s property and the screening of gravel.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to hire Shorty Kingston to blade the road and screen 500 yards of gravel at a cost of 90 cents per yard.

Curt Anderson’s property was again discussed regarding the unpaid taxes due.  No final decision will be made until the regular council meeting.

Doug was present to request a 50 cent per hour increase for the part-time police officer and a $200 per month (to $1,800) increase for himself.   Doug also explained his budget expenditures for 1990.

Larry requested a $200 per month increase (to $1,750) for himself and proceeded to explain some of his budget decisions for the city buildings.  Clint was not present but is asking for a $1 per hour increase, noting that he will be retiring in December 1990.

Joanne was not present but is asking for a $200 per month increase (to $1,500) for herself and 50 cents per hour increase for her part-time employees.  The clerk stated that she is asking for $150 per month increase (to $1,450).

Shorty Revering was present to offer his budget figures for the fire department.  Discussion was had regarding the fire station roof which seems to be a problem.

Bob Huckle presented the ambulance budget figures, stating that the runs for this year are down.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to set the next meeting for September 18th, 1989 at 7:00 PM.
