SEPTEMBER 18, 1989

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all members present plus Shorty Revering, Larry Lahman and Tom Myers-Independent.

Larry Johannes from Water Tower Paint and Repair Company was present to report on the condition of the water tower and showed the video tape they had filmed of the inside of the tower.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve work on the tower which would include scraping, sandblasting, two coats of epoxy paint, disinfected, sanitized and a two-year warranty at a cost of $9,167 with any welding needed to be extra ($53.75 per man hour plus materials).  This work will be done immediately and will be completed in two weeks.

Anderson reported on an individual interest in setting up a business in town.  The city has property that would be available but would require being rezoned since it is now residential.  The Planning Commission will be contacted to look into this.  Anderson will also contact Arnold Johnson’s family regarding some land.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to make a commitment for a limit of two years toward finding some property for this new business to locate on.

Further work was done on the 1990 budget with no final decisions made.  Next meeting will be held on Monday, September 25 at 7:00 PM.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve Froslee’s bid for $1,700 to patch the street by the high school.

Discussion was held regarding the pros and cons of selling the liquor store.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to raise the on and off sale beer license fees by $15 each.  Krueger was opposed.  Mayor Hilgren agreed the prices should be raised.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to raise cigarette license from $15 to $25 per year.  Krueger opposed.

Discussion was again held regarding Brock’s building.  Thuns are willing to accept the building as is with the stipulation it is corrected if he should move or sell the property.  The building is a definite violation since no variance or building permit was issued.  Gary will contact Mr. Brock’s attorney and ask that he apply for a variance for the building.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to adjourn at 10:00 PM.
