Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Krueger to approve a building permit for Eino Baas for an addition to his house.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve a building permit for Gary Swendsrud to move a garage onto his property.  Krueger opposed.

Discussion was held regarding wage negotiations.  Insurance was discussed with all full-time employees showing interest in the city paying a portion of their personal health insurance.  No decisions were made.

Work on the budget cut back about $2,000 for the general fund.

A public hearing will be held on November 6, 1989 at 7:00 PM for consideration of raising the on and off sale license fees.  All present licensees will be informed of the hearing.

The next budget and wage meeting will be held on October 9, 1989 at 7:00 PM.  Arland Klein left for another meeting.

All council members will sign a signature card in the event we would be interested in purchasing surplus property from the distribution center.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to set a public hearing for October 16, 1989 at 7:00 PM to consider changing the city lot across the railroad tracks from Medium Residential to Commercial zoning.  All property owners within 350 feet will be contacted.

Dale Brock’s attorney will be contacted regarding a building permit needed for Brock’s storage shed.

Discussion was held regarding the road to the pool, which is actually railroad property.  The city could apply for an easement with the cost running up to $2.000.  No decisions were made.

The meeting adjourned at 8:45 PM.
