Public Hearing & Regular Council Meeting

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to pay the September bills as presented.

Larry was asked to compare the costs of new and used cabs for the tractor and to report back.

Olson Pool at Hawley will be contacted to check out the pool before next summer.

Approximately $100 extra in tree work has been reported to the council and they ask that Rotz also complete this.
