OCTOBER 9, 1989

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present plus Marilyn Johnson, Lily Uhde, Doug Whiting, Larry Lahman, Tom Myers-Independent and John Kamphake-PJ’s.

Lily Uhde was present to ask for permission to hook up to the city sewer.  She was informed she would have to file a sewer connection form with the city and pay the $600 sewer assessment.  Approval with a motion made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to allow the hookup.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth to pass a Resolution adopting the assessment rolls as presented by Tom Augustin at the October 2nd meeting.  A copy of the Resolution will be sent to all property owners involved.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to change the hearing date for the zoning proposal from October 16th to October 23rd due to publication problems.

Wage negotiations were completed after further discussion.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve a $100 per month increase, either in the form of wages or toward insurance for the monthly salary employees, Anderson and Woodworth opposed.  Vote by Hilgren carried the motion.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve time and one-half for Doug’s comp time.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve a raise of 75 cents per hour to $8 per hour for Clint.  Anderson and Woodworth opposed.  Vote by Hilgren carried the motion.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve a raise of 50 cents per hour for all part-time help in the liquor store and the part-time police officer.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to adjourn at 8:05 PM.
