NOVEMBER 6, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Acting Mayor Arland Klein with the Mayor absent.  Also present were Tom Myers-Independent, John Kamphake-PJ’s, Doug Whiting, Ken Hadley and Shorty Kingston.

There was no opposition to the raise of on and off sale license fees.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to enforce the increase of on sale from $75 to $90 and off sale from $50 to $65.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Anderson to approve the minutes from all October meetings.

Discussion was held regarding the Curt Anderson property.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to have our lawyer start condemnation proceedings on this property.

Discussion was held regarding donations toward the Humane Society and the OTC Historical Society.  A motion was made by Krueger to donate $100 to be split by the two, the motion died for lack of a second.  No donations will be given for 1989.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to leave the snow removal bid at $60 per hour for rented equipment with the State.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to accept the agreement with LSS for $83.67 per month for 1990 toward the Senior Citizen use of the Community Center.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to change council meetings to the second Monday of the month as of January 1, 1990.

Discussion was held regarding the changing of the liquor store hours.  This was tables until the December meeting when Joanne will have her thoughts on hour changes in writing.

A tentative building permit was given with a motion made by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth to the PP Area Developers for the particular project of American Launders and Cleaners signing a contract for a new business building on the old hotel lot (50 x 80).

The October bills as listed with the exception of the Mike Froslee check plus one presented by Shorty Kingston for sewer repair, gravel and road grading of $801 were accepted with a motion made by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth.  Hilgren and Larry will be asked about the work completed by Froslee.

Larry will be asked to put support braces under the city hall fire escape.

The Board of Mediation will hold an informal hearing on November 14, 1989 at 2:00 PM with the Union and the city council able to be present.

The LMC Policy Adoption meeting will be held in Bloomington on November 16, 1989.  Klein may attend.

The brine tank project should be finished yet this year.

Doug was present to discuss the OTC Tactical Group that is forming for high-risk situations in the area.  Eight to twelve hours would be required per month training.  Discussion was positive.  Doug will attend a meeting to find out more about it.

Doug will possibly need to hire some part-time help to pick up Pete’s hours for January while he is at guards.

Several complaints were heard regarding the dogs running loose in the city.
