DECEMBER 4, 1989

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all members present plus Doug Whiting, John Kamphake-PJ’s, David Trites, Larry Bowland, Joanne Moske and Tom Myers-Independent.

The November minutes were read and approved with a motion made by Anderson and seconded by Klein.

David Trites was present to discuss the zoning commission, their duties, length of service and powers for the city.  A planning commission should be established through resolution or ordinance.  They are presently working on some ideas and costs for land purchase, which will be ready for the February meeting and would like to obtain ideas of cost from our engineer.  (Members at present are David Trites, Larry Bowland, Roger Smith, Phil Smith, Gene Bremmer, Ralph Kraemer, Jane Dorn and John Kamphake).  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to have the persons presently serving on the committee to be our official planning and zoning committee and to fulfill their duties as laid out in our ordinances.  Length of service will be decided later.

Doug was present to discuss the tactical group and a meeting he attended in Mpls.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger t approve the tactical group participation by Doug as presented.  $1,584 has been added to the police budget to cover expenses that will be incurred.

Doug had three bids for 2 snow tires for the police car.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to purchase the tires from PJ’s.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve the hiring of Robert Blowers and Tom Zwilling as part-time police officers at $5.50 per hour for fill-in hours as proposed by Doug.

An ad will be placed in the paper regarding the lawful use of three and four-wheel vehicles and snowmobiles in the city.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the hiring of Larry Moske at $4 per hour for some part-time bartending and to change the opening hours to 9:30 AM Monday-Thursday and 9:00 AM Friday and Saturday until the first of April.  Customer appreciation will be held December 13, 3-11 PM.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to hire Bob Overseth as skating rink operator.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to purchase a tractor cab for $1,800 with the following trade-ins: AC D 17 and loader with two buckets, heat houser and JD #5 mower.

A letter was received and read from the MPCA regarding the pond system.  This will be discussed with Larry.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve a Resolution stating the council’s disapproval to the 1.5% fee that the League has been removing from the excess funds that are paid back to the policy holders.

The Senior Citizens received a grant from the Hart Foundation for $1,300 and will use the money to buy a vacuum cleaner, scrubber and to pay for the labor remodeling the lights at the community center.

The bills as presented, plus three late bills presented (Lee’s Excavating-Jackhammer work-$170, Kamphake-gravel and backhoe work-$325, Prairie Implement-tractor cab-$1,800) were approved with a motion made by Klein and seconded by Krueger.

Anderson will talk to the township regarding the Lake Adley Park Road regarding help to keep it open.

Anderson had spoken with the Railroad personnel regarding the road by the city park and the easement needed to reopen the road.  The city will receive information regarding the terms of the easement.

The League will be called regarding the legality of helping new businesses with possible city utility cuts.

After discussion a motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to set the water rates as of January 1, 1990 at $16 for the first 5,000 and $1 per thousand over 5,000.

Budget figures were presented but not found favorable.  Budget meeting was set for 7:00 PM on Monday December 11th.

Meeting adjourned at 9:30 PM.
