JANUARY 8, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all members present.  Also present were Gary Swendsrud, Shorty Revering, Ernie Selvag, Bryan Revering, Dale Schmith, John Barrows, Tom Myers-Independent, Schan Sorkness and Doug Whiting.

The December minutes were read and approved.

Gary Swendsrud, from Otter Tail Power, was present with incentive information designed to encourage new commercial businesses to locate in this area.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve the city’s support with incentives towards any new business coming into the city.

Ernie Selvag explained his building permit for a chemical storage plan the Parkers-Miltona Elevator is interested in building.  They are asking, also, that the city would furnish water to the site.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth with a second by Woodworth to approve the lease.

Dale Schmith, representing the Sportsmen’s Club asked for a one-year lease for the pull tab counter in the liquor store with a rental fee to be paid of $550 per month.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the lease.

A $500 check was received from the Sportsmen’s Club to be applied toward the aerator electricity bill at the Training Center.

Schan Sorkness, the city attorney, acquainted himself with the council members and to further discuss the Curt Anderson property.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to have Mr. Sorkness proceed to get consent from all listed owners for the tearing down of the building.

The high cost of electricity at the Training Center was discussed.  Gary Swendsrud offered to check with an electrician as to any changes that could be made to help lower the cost.  The Training Center will be closed for a couple of months to help cut costs.

Discussion was held regarding the fire bar which was supposed to be removed by the end of this last year.  Shorty Revering asked that it be continued until further notice from the county.

A $75 donation from Darcy Kramers will be placed in the fire equipment fund.

The Lake Adley Park road was again discussed.  The Sportsmen have offered to pay for a portion of the building up of the road.  Anderson and Bryan Revering will again talk to the townships.

Roman Koep arrived and asked about the possibilty of buying or leasing about three arces of land on the dump property for the purpose of an irrigator on his land.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to set up a lease with Roman for ten years at $25 per year with the option to buy or renew the lease at the end of the term.  Roman will have the right to remove wood and move dirt as is needed on this piece of property.

Discussion was held on the county’s recycling program and their request to place a container for recyclables in the city.  The container will by 8’ x 16’.  It was decided the container would be placed on the city’s 25’ lot next to the post office.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to appoint the First National Bank in Parkers as official depository and the Independent as official newspaper.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to renew the cigarette licenses as presented.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to renew the on sale license as presented.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to renew the off sale license as presented.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve the Paul Julin Co offer of $3,100 max for auditing the 1989 books.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve Shorty Revering as fire chief for the year 1990.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve the bills as presented.

Mention was made that Greg Woodworth has filed for unemployment against the city.

Discussion was held stating that all employees hired should be required to have a physical before starting work.

A motin was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 9:15 PM.
