FEBRUARY 12, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with Anderson absent.  Also present were Gary Swendsrud, John Meyer, Kevin Steidl, and David Trites.

Gary Swendsrud again discussed the electricity at the training center.  Approximate cost to change to off peak heating would cost about $300.  Over $400 would be saved on electricity over a year span.  Shorty Revering has offered to supply a two hour timer.  No decision was made at this time.

Swendsrud also discussed replacing some street lights with several demos which would provide a bigger better lighting at a lower cost to the city.

John Meyer, representing the ambulance department, read a proposal to the council stating their ideas for a new ambulance and police building.  Estimated cost would be approximately $60,000.  The lot south of the laundromat was mentioned as a possibility if clear title could be obtained.  The possibility of grant money will also be researched.  No decisions were made.

Kevin Steidl from the Hospital Campaign Board explaining their campaign to try and raise $350,000 over the next three years.  They are asking the City for financial support.  No decisions were made but the council did ask for projected budget figures to inform them of the hospital’s financial future.  Kevin will try to have more informaiton by the March meeting.

The minutes for the January meeting were approved.

Discussion was held regarding a request for a “Bed and Breakfast” in the city.  A motin was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to send this project to the Planning and Zoning Committee for further discussion.

David Trites explained the Planning and Zoning Committee’s first meetings, organization and terms of persons involved.  Five areas are being discussed as possibilities for an industrial park with no decisions made at this time.  Rich Revering donated some time in the city for some elevation surveys.  The Planning and Zoning Committee will have more information at the March meeting.

The Water Paint Co has presented the council with a contract for $5,423 for the exterior painting of the water tower.  The council decided not to proceed with the painting this year.

The skating rink will be closed soon if the weather does not cooperate.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve the January bills as presented.

A meeting will be held on March 5, 1990 at 7:00 PM with the Union.

A water meeting in Rochester will not be attended by the council.

A letter has been received asking for $250 per person toward a plaque stating the names of the men from Parkers Prairie that were killed in the Viet Nam War.  The decision was not to donate toward this.

Vining has asked for Mutual Aid with Parkers Fire Department.  Tom Myers will discuss this with the department.

Larry was not present to inform the council abouth the future wate situation at the Elevator.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 9:10 PM.
