MARCH 12, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council members present.  Also present were Bob Huckle, Joanne Moske, Doug Whiting and John Meyer.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to accept the February minutes as presented.

Discussion was held regarding the rearranging of the Liquor Store.  An installed flashing Liquor or Lounge sign from the Davis Co would cost approximately $3,000 (the meeting was recessed while the council went into the Liquor Store to explore further possibilities).  New padding on the bar, painting, ceiling fans, removal of smoke purifiers, rearranging of coolers and products will be done.  Liquor committee will work on cooler exchange.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to redecorate the Liquor Store.

Bob Huckle requested the possibility of hiring someone part-time to do ambulance reports and billing.  No decision was made.  Discussion was also held regarding the third EMT which is usually not covered by Medicare and MA.  Bob felt that three EMT’s was a necessity to keep help and prevent injuries even at the approximate cost of $2,900/year for the third EMT.

Discussion was held regarding the old police car.  Insurance and license cost about $370 per year.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to advertise the car for bids with the right to reject any or all bids.  Woodworth and Anderson opposed.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to charge $25 for annual license renewal fee, if the bed and breakfast facility is allowed, on the condition it is legal.  City attorney will by contacted regarding this.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Krueger to grant building permit to Jim and Rita Rausch for a house addition and separate garage.  Andrew Suchy’s permit for a garage and shop addition was denied as is but will be asked to submit a revision.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve a building permit to Thomas Meyers for a separate garage addition.

A motion was made byAnderson and seconded by Woodworth to pay Bob Overseth for ten and one/half hours worked but not paid for at the rink.

February bills were approved with a motion by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to accept Terry Zimmerman and Randy Buker as volunteer firemen.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to hold a closed meeting on Monday, March 19 at 7:00 PM to discuss negotiation strategy with the meeting opening to the public at the conclusion.

Pool application ad will be placed in the newspaper.

The Weed Committee was asked to attend the weed meeting on March 28 at Henning.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to purchase the tax forfeited 60’ x 142’ lot west of the maintenance shop for $32.65 from the state.

Discussion was held regarding the hospital’s budget proposal received with no decisions being made regarding donation.

Extension of the storm sewer north and west of the hospital was discussed.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 9:40 PM.
