APRIL 19, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present except Krueger.  Also present were Larry Johannes, Mark Roach, John Kamphake, Tom Myers-Independent, and Bob Davis from Osakis.

The March minutes were approved as presented.

Larry Johannes of Water Tower Paint and Repair Co was present with a contract for work to be done according to OSHA standards on the water tower.  The cost of this contract was $10,514.  No decision was made.

Bob Davis from David Sign Co gave some estimates (e.g. $1,235 fro a 4’ x 6’ double faced 2 color sign, or $1,650 for a 4’ x 7’ black and white acrylic sign, installed, no electrical) on the cost of a sign above the liquor store.  No decision was made.

Mark Roach discussed the water drainage problems he has on his property.  Woodworth and Krueger will check into this.  John Bowland’s road has not been finished causing low spot for water to settle also.

One bid was received for the old police car of $150 from Arlene Andreen.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to reject this bid.

Discussion was held regarding the Soo Railroad easement.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to ask for a lifetime easement on property of 20’ x 600’ at the cost of $1,900 and to have the railroad mark said property.  A motion carried.

Discussion was had regarding a water main extension to the elevator.  Larry will contact the Dept of Health for permission.  Anderson will contact Roger Smith regarding an easement through his property also.

Woodworth will contact Miltona regarding a discussion pertaining to a sewer rodding machine.  Complaint regarding a catch basin by Gladys Osts’ house will be taken care of by Larry.

The Street Committee and Larry will look into the street repair work needing to be done.  The Pool Committee will meet Saturday at 9:00 AM to check into work needing to be done.

A building permit for Walter Schauland was tabled since the sewer line runs through the alley and the garage is only 4-5 feet from the alley line.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve the building permits for Ron Koep-house addition, Rich Lindgren-storage shed and Showcase Homes for O Curtis-new house and garage.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to hire Bev Arvidson at $4.50 per hour as part-time fill in for clerk.

Appreciation was mentioned for R and D Communications donation of $3,400 to the city for work done by Larson Peterson and Associates for the industrial site plans.  A thank you card will be sent.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to accept the March bills as presented.

Bill Voller will be contacted regarding a liquor store inspection date.  Liquor Committee will work with Joanne on redecorating plans.

New communications are a meeting to be held 4-16-90 at 7:00 PM for any further negotiation plans, Board of Review on 5-15-90 at 10:00 AM and a Project Future Meeting 5-17-90 at the High School at 8:00 PM.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to move the lights to the horseshoe pits at the park.

The firemen received a grant applied for ans asked that $300 previously set aside be used for fire truck “quick-connection” hookups for rear end loading.  Approved.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 9:20 PM.
