MAY 14, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present.  Public present were Ernest and Beau Junker, Wayne Janiszeski, David Trites, Gene Bremmer, Tom Myers-Independent, Chuck Revac, Roger Smith, Gladys Karger, Terry Lejcher, Darcy Kramer, Larry Lahman and Tom Henry.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve April minutes as presented.

Chuck Revac and Terry Lejcher from the DNR were present to discuss the new standards for shoreland ordinances.  A new ordinance must be adopted within two years in order to receive and keep grant monies received.

Gene Bremmer asked for permission to place an eight foot straight stick ham radio antennae on top of the water tower for amateur ham radio operators and for communication in the case of severe weather, etc.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to grant permission for the antennae on the tower.

Gladys Karger discussed a water problem in her yard due to water runoff from the neighbor’s property and also questioned the untrimmed trees on the neighbor’s property.  The Street committee will check into this.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to pay the $815 penalty fees required by OSHA.

Froslee has presented an estimated bid of between $5,500-5,800 to the city for tarring projects this spring (lists of areas is on file).  The Nursing Home alley tarring cost of $1,400 was tabled until the Nursing Home decides whether they will approve to pay a portion of the cost with the city.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve the work of Froslee’s estimate.

Prairie Implement is requesting a building permit for a 20’ x 30’ addition on the east and north of the present building.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve the building permit if approved by the building committee.

Tom Henry discussed the graveling on the Sowers-Barta road and asked if the city would share the cost.  The council decided that since the city is now maintaining, grading, plowing and occasionally graveling the road, the township should be responsible for the graveling since the road belongs to them also.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the hiring of Beth Marso as manager-lifeguard, James Palmer and Andy Taylor for instructors-lifeguards, Sheila Kramer, Tony Woodworth, Kevin Smith, Tamra Ferley, Corey Kamphake, and Greg Riedel as lifeguards.  The pool work is to be started on May 25 and possibly done by June 15.  The Dept of Health will discuss with the pool company the new specs before any work is done.

Hilgren presented some information after a discussion with Jack Arnold regarding grants available for industrial site developing.  He stated that most monies now available are going toward lagoon projects and the lake at this time.  We could apply and an option to buy land would be considered.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to ask the Planning and Zoning Committee to continue looking into further options and seek attorney advice if necessary.

Discussion was held regarding the Viking Vision and Selective TV scrambling of UHF.  A descrambler would need to be purchased plus a per month charge of $2.50-$20.00 depending on previous membership and sevice requested.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Krueger to apply for the Lottery for the Liquor Store.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to pay bills as presented.

Anderson stated that the Lions Club is offering to install an air conditioner upstairs in the City Hall at their expense with the city responsible for the electricity.  The council approved.

The conditional use permit for minature golf at the Drive Inn will be handed over to the Planning Committee.

The cistern by the water tower was discussed with no decision made.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to request the members presently serving on the Lake Region Art Council to continue.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to adjourn at 9:50 PM.
