Board of Review Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 10:00 AM.  Present were Carold Hilgren, Harold Krueger, Skip Woodworth and Deb from the Assessor’s office.

Larro Hilgren felt his valuation was too high.  Fireplace and tarred driveway had never been placed on his valuation, but length of driveway was incorrect so will be corrected.

Lisa Bowland expressed concern about her high taxes ($660 per year) but felt the valuation was reasonable.

Dennis Morrison felt his valuation had increased too much although he had done $8,000 worth of remodeling, including garage and deck (Council will check into this after meeting).

Gloria Hollatz asked for reduction in valuation due to fire damage of building (Council will discuss giving them a break for economic reasons at the next council meeting).

John Chattin asked that his combined property parcels all be placed in the name of Chattin Ford rather than under his personal name.  Chattin also questioned his assessment amount which will be sent to him by Assessor’s office.

George Palmer felt his valuation was way too high at $56,200.  After comparing with another home, the Assessor felt that this should be dropped about $5,000 (Council will make decision).

Dennis Karger asked questions regarding his valuation increase.  Deb informed him that his new kitchen addition had never been put on books when it was built causing an increase now.

Skip Woodworth questioned his valuation after having an appraisal, but Deb felt they were in very close range.
