JUNE 11, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council members present.  Public present were Judy Hemmerlin, Doug Whiting, Tom Myers-Independent and Merlin and Gloria Hollatz.

Judy Hemmerlin discussed a Celebrate 1990 grant that was received of $825 along with a dollar and labor figure of $3,300 donated by local organizations.  She asked for the city’s assistance in repairing the bathroom facilities at Lake Adley Park as the Lions will be doing their part to improve the repair of the bathrooms at Lake Adley.  The Park Committee will contact someone to do the work.

Merlin Hollatz requested a building permit for a commercial building attached to his home.  The council asked him to discuss this with Otter Tail County due to shoreland property and then to present a plan and apply for a conditional use permit.  Discussion was also held regarding repair needed on his uptown building.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to drop the valuation on George Palmer’s house by $5,000.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to drop Dennis Morrison’s valuation $200.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to set the valuation on the Hollatz TV building at $5,000.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the hiring of Dedra Zwieg at $5.00 per hour for swimming instructor.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to grant a permit to Harry Wood to build a new house on Lot 11 and 12, Block 7.  A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to approve building permits for Phil Holte and Walter Schauland for garages if they get the written approval of their neighbors.  Woodworth and Anderson opposed.  The Mayor cast the deciding vote for the permits (this motion was rescinded at a later meeting).

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to share cost with the Elevator for having Kingston grade the road 2-3 times per year.

Anderson presented a petition from the Fourth Ave South property owners asking that the city pay half of the cost of graveling their street.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to pay one-half of the cost, not to exceed $300.  Anderson will contact the township.

The Street Committee will contact Phil Smith and Larry Moske for possible solutions to the water problem on their block.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to pay John Chattin $59.14 for an old utility bill which was placed on his tax statement when he purchased the Aqua Marine Sports property.

The Soo RR will be here on Thursday to measure the exact distance of the easement to the park.

The City will proceed to get an easement from Al Moen and Roger Smith for a 20’ wide area for a water main.

The Liquor Committee will meet with Davis Sign Co for more information regarding the liquor store sign.

Olson Pool Co has begun the jackhammer work on the pool repair job.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Woodworth to pay all May bills as presented.

Anderson discussed the “Gam a Goat” swamp buggy the Fire Department is interested in purchasing.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve $350 from a previous grant received toward the purchase.

Hilgren will contact several persons regarding the selling of the old police car.
