Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present.  Also present were Tom Myers-Independent, Terry Zimmerman and Doug Whiting.

The June minutes were approved as presented.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to grant Phil Holte a variance permit.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve a beer permit for the Jaycee’s Saturday 9-1 and Sunday 6-10 during the fall festival with dram insurance coverage needed.

Decision was made to request a variance permit for the First Baptist Church before they build on their property west of town.  A variance application from Parkers Floral and Lloyd Sudraw will go to the Planning Committee.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the June bills as presented.

The swimming pool is operating as of July 4th.

Discussion was held regarding the water problem behind the Motel.  The Street committee will contact Phil Smith and request that eave troughs be placed on the buildings to head wate in an easterly direction as a possible solution.

Decision made to order the liquor store formica from another source if not received within a week or two.

It was decided to allow Chattin to take old police car to auction.  The city will accept $300 plus fee cost for the car or it will be returned to the city.

Woodworth will check into regulations of sealed tanks for Lake Adley Park bathrooms before any work is done.

Easements will be drawn up for Al Moen and Roger Smith to sign for the water main to Elevator.

The meeting was recessed for 20 minutes while the council went to look at a pickup for sale, but decision was to not purchase it.

Dick Brenner will be contacted to remove a wreched truck-tractor from his previous property.
