AUGUST 2, 1990

Planning and Zoning Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order with Larry Bowland, Gene Bremmer, Jane Dorn, Phil Smith, Roger Smith, and David Trites present.  Absent: John Kamphake.  Public present were Arnold Koehn, Don Carlson, Marty Giese, Steve Inwards, Noel Frutiger, Leon Hoppe, George Palmer, Joe Dorn Jr., Carold Hilgren, M/M Albert Potratz, M/M Lloyd Sukraw.

Marty Giese presented a plan for the First Baptist Church building site.  A petition with 29 signatures was presented asking that a road be considered on the east side of the property from Hwy 235 to Oak Street.  A motion was made by Phil Smith and seconded by Bowland to recommend the approval for the church building site and encourage the council to negotiate with the church for a 66’ right of way on the west rather than the east end of the church property.  Passed unanimously.

Leon Hoppe presented plans for an addition on the south side of the Floral Shop.  A motion was made by Bremmer and seconded by Dorn to recommend the approval of the variance to the council.

Lloyd Sukraw requested permission to add a storage area to his present garage which would bring the building to 7’ from the alley line.  A motion was made by Roger Smith and seconded by Bowland to recommend approval of this variance to the council.

The hearing was adjourned with a short committee meeting following.

A letter was presented from Prairie Farms asking if the city would be interested in a Right of First Refusal agreement on their property for a possible future purchase.  A motion was made by Phil Smith and seconded by Bremmer to recommending that the council consider having an attorney draw up such a paper for a five-year term on both their property and on the Dittberner property.

A motion was made by Roger Smith and seconded by Phil Smith to encourage the council to establich an Economic Development Authority by Resolution.

Jarrod Smalley of Project Future will meet with the committee regarding future strategic development ideas.
