AUGUST 13, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order with all council present.  Public present were Tom Myers-Independent, Paul Baer, Doug Whiting, Marty Giese, Ellen Palmer and Steve Inwards.

July minutes were approved as presented.

The council recommended that Paul Baer apply for a conditional use permit for the St Williams workshop for their purpose of becoming a drop center for recycling with Otter Tail County.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the police escort policy which Doug presented to the council.

The council gave Doug permission to buy a sign for the police department office.  Doug also discussed the law coming into effect April 1, 1991 regarding 26,000 pounds or over city vehicle inspection which must be passed or be pulled from use until correction is made, plus health cards and Class B license for maintenance employees.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to approve the variance of the First Baptist Church with an easement to be drawn up for 66’ on the west end of the property for a possible future road site.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to approve the variances of Parkers Floral and Lloyd Sukraw.

A letter from Diane Thorson of OTC stated the the Department of Health felt they were not justified in condemning the Curt Anderson property.  The city attorney will be contacted for further possibilities.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to cap the former Anna Brockopp house at the curbstop with any further expenses to be paid by the church that purchased the property.

The water committee and Anderson will work on correcting the water line problem at the Kamphake block house.

Thirty-one trees will be put out on bid for removal.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to hire the following judges at $4 per hour for the Primary and General Election.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve $85 for the DATA trail ad and $15 for a donation.

The Liquor Committee will contact Prairie Lumber regardng the formica and to order elsewhere if not coming soon.

The Street Committee will continue working on the water runoff problem by the Motel.

No decisions were made regarding the concrete sealed tanks possibly needed at Lake Adley Park.

Anderson and Woodworth will continue working on the water main project to the Elevator.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve taking care of the water hookup problem that exists at Otter Tail Power Co.

Al Nicholson is interested in hooking up to city sewer.  Woodworth will contact the neighbors to see if there is any interest.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to pay the bills as presented plus $2,914 to Iverson Insurance, $531.40 to Midwest Fire Equipment and $300 to ATI for firemen training.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Anderson to have Olson Pool Co to winterize the pool.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to have Right of First Refusal papers drawn up for Prairie Farms and Dittberners to sign.

Organizing an Economical Development Authority within the city was mentioned.  This will be considered at the next meeting.

Klein has received a call from the Union stating they would consider the contract if Larry were to receive $.30 per hour from 7-1-90 instead of the $.25 the city had offered him.  The council stated that this would be considered for Larry for his position as a maintenance employee of the city.

Budget discussion was held.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to levy tax monies of $127,964 for 1991.

Wage negotiations will be held on August 20th at 7:00 PM.
