Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with Jane Dorn, Dave Trites, Phil Smith, Larry Bowland and Gene Bremmer present.  Also present were Clarence Venzke, George Palmer, Wilbert Kalpin, Harold Krueger, Skip Woodworth, Ernest Turnquist, and Paul Baer.  Late arrivals were Carold Hilgren and Arland Klein.

Paul Baer further explained the application of a conditional use permit for St Williams.  Discussion was held regarding the hours, the noise, the odor, the traffic congestion and the possibility of moving the dumpster to the St Williams property which received unfavorable discussion from neighbors.  A motion was made by Phil Smith and seconded by Bowland to recommend to the council that approval of the permit be allowed with the stipulation that the dumpster not be moved to the St Williams site and a daily 9-3 hour schedule be allowed.

Gene Bremmer has requested a variance for a non-platted one-lot subdivision on property located on Lake Adley.  The plat map shows the property is 130’ wide rather than the 92’ first reported.  An easement will be given to him by Shorty Revering and Scott Turchin to enter the land.  A motion was made by Bowland and seconded by Dorn to recommend approval of the variance to the council.  Bremmer abstained from voting.
