Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order with all council present plus Tom Myers-Independent, Paul Baer, Jim Morissey, Ernie Turnquist, Randy Highland, Virgil Haugen, Mike Libby, Cathee Carlson, Roman Koep, John Kamphake-JJ’s and Al Nicholson.

Virgil Haugen introduced himself as a candidate for county commissioner.

Randy Highland of Paul Julin Co discussed the 1989 city audit.  A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to approve the audit as presented.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the August minutes as presented.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to set the hearing date of October 8, 1990 at 7:00 PM for the proposed Resolution to establish an Economic Development Authority.

Bids for the removal of 31 trees were as follows:

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Anderson to accept Carr’s bid if it included grinding the stumps as stated in the bid form.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve Larry Moske’s permit to build a garage on his property east of town.

Paul Baer discussed the St Williams Recycling contract with Otter Tail County.  After a lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the conditional use permit if certain stipulations were met which included a 2,000 # aluminum limit, the dumpster could be on site but placed in the building, hours would be 9-3 Monday-Thursday, 12-6 Friday and 8-4 Saturday, construction of a west side door for easier accessibility, no outside storage, employees not to park on either side of McCornell Street from Soo to Jackson Street and to use the alleys for unloading for better traffic flow.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to permit Gene Bremmer a non-platted lot variance permit for the purpose of a residential building.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve bills as presented.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to pay a $250 bill to the MN Fire Service Certification Board.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to approve $1,100 of a $1,683.50 bill from S & S Construction ($800 for the Sunset road and $300 for ½ of Fourth Ave S roadwork).

Al Nicholson presented a petition with signatures from Wilmer Thuns, Dale Brock and himself to show interest in the city sewer if the city will present them with a cost figure.

Hilgren will contact Pete Kamphake to separate hookups between his house and the neighbor within 30 days.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to have the Street Committee have the repair done behind the motel within 30 days.

Woodworth is still waiting for information on the sealed tanks for Lake Adley.

Klein will contact Grefe regarding the formica again.  Liquor Committee will meet with Joanne for further discussion.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 9:00 PM.
