OCTOBER 8, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order with all members present except Harold Krueger plus Al Nicholson, Bob Huckle, Tom Myers-Independent, Sherryl Koep, John Kamphake-JJ’s, Bob Broadwater, Ron Grefe, George Palmer, Larry Lahman and John Meyer.

The public hearing regarding the Economic Development Authority was held with pro and con discussion by the council and members of the public.  A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to pass the Resolution as presented.  Members appointed to the economic board were Anderson, Woodworth, Jan Gillespie, David Matheson and Jim Morrissey.

Sherryl Koep complained about water rate charges.  She felt that the large water usage customers should receive a break on their accounts.  Anderson offered to research the neighboring town charges and other options to see if our rates are out of line and to present this at the Nov meeting.

Al Nicholson discussed more on the costs of sanitary sewer to his block.  No definite decisions were made, as all the property owners are not in agreement with the project.

Bob Huckle presented the ambulance budget, stating that costs are rising bringing up the question of raising the rates again and also hiring someone able to do variance and grant writing.  The Ambulance Committee will present some recommendations at the November meeting.  A building for the ambulance was again addressed.  Hilgren will talk to Penrose regarding their building.  The budget was not approved at this time.

The Parkers Hospital is requesting a $200 increase to $400 for their monthly agreement with the city for ambulance support starting November first.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to approve the $400 as of 11-1-90.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve building permits for Darcy Kramer’s house addition and Alan Riedel’s bus garage addition.

City support figures for the fire relief association were presented at this time but it was agreed that only $3,000 had been asked for and this is all that would be allowed unless the money was available elsewhere in the fire department budget.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to place a bid of $65 per hour for our loader for snow removal.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the Senior Citizen agreement for 1991.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the September minutes as presented.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve the September bills as presented plus a bill for $158 to Roy Barrows for labor on the MLS counter.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve a bill presented by Gary’s Spraying.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve a check to Midwest Fire, Tilltt, McCarten and Rick Gappa as presented.

The water project at Kamphake’s house and the digging by Larry’s Auto will be done this next week.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to give Joanne Moske a 6% raise increase as of 1-1-91.  No decisions were made on the part-time help.

Gene Payne will give an estimate figure on the Adley sealed tank.

Larry discussed the union contract after some deletions and word changes were found in the last contract received.  Clint and Larry are changing their working hours to 7-4 daily Monday-Friday starting the first of November.  A motion was made and seconded by Woodworth to allow Larry to coach wrestling if he uses comp time where needed, but is available for work in case of an emergency.  Larry will be on ambulance call from 7-5 or until the night shift is available.

Discussion was held regarding the State Statute that says volunteer firemen should be included in the hepatitis shot procedure which costs $92 per person for three shots.  Nothing further was done.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 9:50 PM.
