NOVEMBER 19, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all members present plus Tom Myers-Independent, Al Nicholson, Bob Huckle, Dale Weber, Steve Inwards, Kevin Donatelle and John Kamphake-JJ’s.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to accept the October minutes.

The Street Committee will contact the City Engineer regarding the request by the Baptist Church for city water and sewer next spring.

Bob Huckle discussed with the council the ambulance rates, which seem reasonable at this time, part-time help and the budget increases in education, capital expenditures and the hospital and ambulance agreement.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to table the ambulance budget until after the ambulance persons have met with the townships in February.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to accept the Union agreement as last presented; Klein-yes, Krueger-no.

Hilgren appointed the following terms for the EDA Board.

Woodworth presented some figures regarding our water rates and giving breaks to large water users.  It was decided not to make any changes at this time but a motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to table any final decision until Larry has contacted Rural Water.  Larry also is working with Rural Water regarding Werner Knapp’s problems in the water line.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Anderson to proceed with vacating the alley west of the Elda Karger and Pearl Johnson property.  A hearing date will be set and publishing and notification will be done.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to request Ken Hadley to remove the “carport-temporary garage” he constructed without a permit or variance.  Woodworth will contact him and a letter will be sent stating the same.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the building permit by Gene Payne for the purpose of removing the north porch from the former Lydia Dittman home, digging a basement and rebuilding an enclosed porch no wider than the house.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Krueger to approve the hiring of Brian Howard as part-time police officer.

Discussion was held regarding a bill from S & S Construction that the city still owes.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to pay the bill as presented.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to pay the election bills as presented.

The Water Committee will contact Pete Kamphake again to redo the water shutoff project he was to do.

Part-time wages for Liquor Store employees were tabled until the December meeting.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to pay the October bills as presented.

Discussion was held regarding the selling of the city lot (previously Schlosser’s).  [Council decided on the amount of $2,600, which would include the sewer assessment required.]

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Krueger to adjourn at 9:00 PM.
