DECEMBER 10, 1990

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council present plus Doug Whiting, Ken Hadley, Tom Myers-Independent, Linda Miller and Scott Kreidler.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Woodworth to approve the November minutes.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve vacating the alley east of the Elda Karger property on the condition they would handle any cost for paperwork.

Ken Hadley asked for a building permit he had not previously received for the carport he built.  The council decided against it.  Hadley then asked for permission to wait until spring to remove it which was again voted down.

Linda Miller questioned the council regarding their intent to operate the Pool Hall after the first of the year.  They will apply for a license.

Scott Kreidler discussed his intent to replace an entryway on his house with a larger one and also to move a building in which will be redone as a garage.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the permits.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve Bill Jerome’s building permit for an addition to the south side of his garage.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Klein to hire John Barrows at $6.00 per hour to manage the skating rink.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to approve hiring the Paul Julin Co as 1990 auditors.

Decision was made with a motion by Krueger and seconded by Anderson to apply for a group life insurance plan for all full time employees.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to pay the November bills as presented.  A bill from Kamphake for the backhoe work between Otter Tail Power and the City Shop for $385 was approved by a motion from Krueger and seconded by Anderson.  Midwest Fire bill of $61.08 will be paid with a motion by Klein and seconded by Woodworth.

Klein and Woodworth were asked by the Mayor to be on the committee to work on union negotiations.

Woodworth presented information regarding pay equity.  Work will have to be done this year for better compliance.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve a $.50 per hour raise for all part-time liquor employees, but dropping the night differential.  All new help will start at $4.50 per hour.

Doug received approval to recommend the liquor store use the night drop especially weekends and also that nightlights be installed over the west and south door of the liquor store.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to approve the installation.  Anderson will contact Bob Kalpin.

Liquor inventory will be done January 1 at 7:00 AM.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Anderson to adjourn at 8:10 PM.
