JANUARY 14, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Klein.  Also present were Mrs. Willie, Lynn Edenloff, Duane and Anne Zuehlke, Ken Hadley, Bob Huckle, Dale Weber, Tom Myers-Independent, Mark Roach, Greg McWhorter and John Kamphake-JJ’s.

First on the agenda was the swearing in of Bob Broadwater as councilman.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to accept the resignation of Gary Anderson as councilman and to swear him in as mayor.  Anderson took over the duties as mayor at this time.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve Roger Smith as councilman.

The minutes of December were approved by a motion made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to approve the bills as presented.

Mrs. Willie and Mrs. Edenloff asked that the sidewalk at the community center be better maintained by the city workers following the snowfalls and for better maintenance in the center following a rental.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to set up an agreement that each individual will sign stating they will be responsible for the maintenance following their rental.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to approve First National Bank in Parkers Prairie as official depository.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to approve The Independent as official newspaper.  A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Woodworth to approve John Barrows as fire chief.  Mayor Anderson appointed committee members.  Al Ratajesak and Dale Weber were appointed to the Planning and Zoning Committee.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to approve all cigarette, beer licenses and general corporate license renewals as presented with the provision all beer license establishments have liquor liability insurance on file here by February 1.

Clinton Meissner will be retiring on April 30, 1991.  A job description will be written up for the position.

A seal-coating contract with the county was put on hold.  Klein and Larry will discuss the project.

Nothing has been received from the Union regarding their new contract for 1991.

Greg McWhorter asked if the city had an exclusive garbage franchise stating he was interested in hauling for some individuals.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to have the city attorney look into an exclusive garbage ordinance.

Complaints have been voiced regarding the dumpster.  Anderson will talk to Paul Baer and ask that they publish their hours.  Nursing home employees had been asked not to park on the east side of the home on either side of the street.  Council asked for no change in that decision.

Chuck Revak of the Department of Natural Resources regarding the shoreland ordinances will show a slide presentation.  A date has not yet been set.

Woodworth will contact Larry concerning schooling toward becoming a certified sewer inspector.

Discussion regarding the ambulance service was held following the closing of the hospital this past week.  The ambulance will be in need of supplies, linen and oxygen, which were previously rented from the hospital.  Broadwater, Woodworth and Anderson will attend the hospital meeting on Thursday for further information.  Also, the question of ambulance daytime help was discussed.  Cal and Dale will do backup of first ambulance and Ken will finish the month of January for the volunteer fee of $400.  A part-time secretary job for ambulance was discussed with no decision being made.  A special meeting will be held on Friday at 4 PM for further ambulance discussion.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to approve Klein and Lahman to check into the “jetter” equipment available at Sauk Centre.

The council asked that Joanne and Karen make the decision on next year’s inventory date.

Doug Whiting discussed the DARE program which would require instruction and schools approval.  Doug will contact the school and report back.

Nothing to report yet regarding the Baptist Church water cost.
