JANUARY 18, 1991

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by the Mayor with all members present.  Also present were Cal Anderson, Gene Payne, Larry Lahman, Tom Myers-Independent and Linda Barrows.

Ken Hadley has agreed to finish January on daytime ambulance.  Cal Anderson, administrator for the Nursing Home, stated they would be interested in taking over the previous hospital agreement with the ambulance at a cot of $600 per month.

Broadwater reported on the ambulance discussion at the hospital meeting regarding the oxygen, linen, radio and portable unit.  Ken and Bob Shannon will work up a list of things needed and resubmit this to the hospital board for approval.  Anderson will contact Shannon regarding the oxygen.

Discussion was held whether the city should consider an individual for part-time ambulance secretary help or to incorporate the job with ambulance coverage and pool manager, etc.  Mention was made that nothing had been budgeted for extra help for 1991.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the Nursing Home for a daytime ambulance agreement for a minimum of two months, with the board approval, until the council has time to consider the options of continuing such an agreement or setting up a job description for a full time employee.  Broadwater and Woodworth will work on a job description.

Klein reported on the jetter at Sauk Centre.  Total cost after repair would be $5,000.  Lahman recommended the purchase.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve the purchase.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Smith to approve the Resolution needed for the Lions Club to receive their premise and license permit for Bingo.

Gene Payne complained that the water problem at the Café had still not been solved.  The jetter will be used for possible improvement of the situation.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 5:00 PM
