FEBRUARY 11, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Anderson with Broadwater absent.  Also present were Tom Myers-Independent, Larry Lahman, Doug Whiting and John Chattin.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the January minutes.  Woodworth and Smith volunteered to work on the Shoreland Ordinances, which are to be adopted by February 1992.

Discussion was held on the job description for the maintenance worker position including mechanical and electrical ability, EMT license will be required, Class B DL required, Class D water license to be taken after one year, probation of two years giving time to obtain licenses.  The applications will be discussed at the March meeting after three weeks of advertising.  Broadwater arrived at 7:25 PM.

A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Woodworth to pass a Resolution approving the Sportsmen’s Club premise permit and gambling license.

Larry discussed flow meter requirements with the council.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Broadwater to approve the timing device installation at a cost of under $100 over the flow meter cost of $3,500.  Larry will take care of this.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve paying the cost of the clerk’s life insurance as all other full time employees are receiving.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to allow the Food Shelf employees two keys to the city hall upstairs and one hey to the Legion for the Community Center.

The January bills were approved with a motion made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein.

The council was not interested in the hospital’s base ratio at a cost of $500.

John Chatting discussed a Project Future presentation that asked what trends had gotten us to out present position, what out current strengths are and where we want to be in 20 years.  He requested a donation of $1,000 toward an idea of having a college class develop a theme or gimmick for the city.  The Developers are willing to donate $1,000.  No decision was made at this time.

A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth to light the flag and leave it up 24 hours a day.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to approve the amount of $690 for the firemen to have required respiratory tests.

A lengthy discussion was held regarding the ambulance service and township support.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Smith to send a proposal to the townships asking for $200 per month, $100 for ambulance replacement and $100 toward extra ambulance help.

Discussion regarding the pay for Larry’s ambulance replacement was tabled.  A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Woodworth to approve a $200 donation to MAA for personnel to work toward our receiving better reimbursement for our ambulance runs.

The fire department is updating the by-laws and will present them to the council by the April meeting.

Woodworth presented plans and a cost of about $4,500 for the Lake Adley restroom facilities.  No decisions were made at this time.

The next meeting will be held on February 25, 1991 at 7:00 PM.  Discussion will be on comp worth, the union contract and the ambulance budget.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to adjourn at 9:50 PM.
