FEBRUARY 25, 1991

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Anderson with all council present except Smith.  Also present were Kevin Donatelle, Tom Augustin and Larry Lahman.

Tom Augustin explained different plans and costs available on the construction of water and sewer to the Baptist Church property.  Smith arrived at 7:30 PM.  After a lengthy discussion a motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve either Plan A or and on site sewer system.  Then a motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Smith to approve running the watermain south to Oak Street to the church property, to assess 100 feet of the Baptist Church property with the stipulation we receive an easement directly through the property to hwy 235 plus if watermain was constructed west on Oak Street, the abutting church property would also be assessed.

The donation request by Chatting was again tabled until a later meeting after Broadwater has done some contact work.

Bob Huckle and Al Nicholson arrived about 9:40.  They discussed the coming township meetings with Broadwater and Woodworth offering to attend.  Mention was also made that all communications regarding the ambulance will be done directly with Nicholson.  Anderson requested that Broadwater and Smith continue working on the comp worth project and he, Woodworth and Smith continue working on the comp worth project and Woodworth and Klein would proceed on the Shoreland ordinances.

The Rural Water cost study was presented for informational purposes.

Meissner’s last day has been changed to April 11, 1991.  The Union has sent a proposal for the 1991 contract which asks for a one-year contract, 12% increase in salary, 100% paid health insurance for single and dependent coverage, 100% paid life insurance equal to one year’s wages, 2 extra holidays and 2 personal days.  Strategy was planned for the Monday meeting with the union representative.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn at 11:00 PM.
