MARCH 11, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all members present except Broadwater.  Also present were Mike and Joyce Kuta, Connie Anderson from the MS Society, Al and Scott from Feedrite Controls and Larry Lahman.  Arrivals at 7:10 PM were Doug Whiting and Councilman Broadwater.

Al and Scott furnished information on the pool chlorination system and recommended changing over to a liquid system which would be cheaper in the long run after the initial cost of building a shelter for the tanks, the purchase of two storage tanks for about $800, etc.  This was tabled for a later meeting.

Mike and Joyce Kuta requested their license to set up business at the Corner Bar (formerly the Pool Hall).  They were informed the council would need a current liability insurance policy on file.  Mrs. Kuta also questioned the possibility of getting a set up lices for Sundays.  Connie Anderson approached the council for approval of a gambling license for the MS Society at the Corner Bar.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Klein to table the gaming license until the attorney can be contacted regardint the law.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Broadwater and seconded by Smith to grant the license to Kuta’s with proof of insurance.  The set up license idea was tabled until the next meeting with a motion made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth.  Passed unanimously.

Doug discussed the unknown military status of Peter Dahl and the fact that Brian Howard will be leaving in May; therefore he would like to hire William Lake as part-time police officer.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to approve the hiring of William Lake.  Passed unanimously.

The February minutes were approved with a motion made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to send a certified letter to Ken Hadley requesting the removal of his entire carport within 10 days or out attorney will contact him.  Passed unanimously.

The requested “city theme” donation was tabled until more information is gathered.

Woodworth presented the figure of $4,500 for the Lake Adley bathroom building construction.  The Sportsmen have offered to donate the cost of digging in water for the project.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to approve the project.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the variance permit for Bob Broadwater on the condition the garage is not less than sex feet from the line.  Passed unanimously with Broadwater not voting.

Water flooding in the northwest corner of the city was discussed after several complaints.  To relieve the problem for now the city approved $1,000 for Larry to purchase a pump with a motion by Broadwater and seconded by Woodworth.  Larry will contact Doug Hoffman and Northern Mechanical for price quotes.

The Vietnam Memorial literature will be turned over to the Legion for their consideration.  The EOT Historical Society request was dropped.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the February bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Sherryl Koep arrived and again requested a break for her business water usage.  The pros and cons were discussed with no further commitment.  A water report will be discussed at the meeting on te 18th.  The council took a break at 9:15 PM.

Twenty-two maintenance job applications were reveiwed by the council with the following six to be asked for an interview on Saturday between 9-12.  They are Ed Enmark, Steven Droivold, Roger Hochsprung, Bill Jerome, Bob Kirchoff and Terry Clark.  Starting date for the job will be 4-15-91.  Anderson and klein will be present.

After further discussion regardint the Baptist Church, Broadwater rescinded his previous motion and made the motion to allow the church to dig their own well, seconded by Smith.
