Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order with all members present plus Mike Roers of Rural Water Association, Sherryl Koep, Allen and Elaine Fyhrie and John Chattin.

Mike Roers presented the water cost breakdown figures for the city and felt our rates were not out of line as they now stand noting no funds are being put away for future capital expenditures.  The idea of metering all city buildings and the pool were discussed.  A new tower of 127,000 gallons (1 ½ day’s storage) would cost a minimum of $200,000 with a life expectancy of 50-60 years.  The council felt enough figures were not presented to make a decision.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to hire John Chattin at a cost of $200-300 to do some auditing on the water department.  Passed unanimously.

The Nursing Home has offered to continue the ambulance contract through the end of May if needed.

A meeting will be set up with the townships for 4-1-91 at 8:00 PM to discuss an ambulance association.
