Public Hearing Council Meeting

Committee members present: Larry Bowland, Dale Weber, Phil Smith, and Gene Bremmer.

Public present: Al and Shelly Nicholson, Bob and Angie Overseth.

Phil Smith opened the hearing for the conditional use permits requested by the Overseth’s for the purpose of operating a garage sale business from their residential property and placing a sign advertising their business on the property of Dale Brock.

Overseth’s property is located in high density residential.  Smith read a letter from Wilmer Thun’s stating they are opposed to the sign on the Brock property.  Nicholson’s stated they are opposed to the sign being placed in residential as it is prohibited according to the ordinances.

Discussion first centered on the garage sale business with the general consensus being that a permit could be issued on the condition that it is renewable each year giving control over the operation if problems should arise.  A motion by Bremmer to recommend to the council the approval of a six-month permit on the condition it could be renewed by the council each year.  Passed unanimously.

The sign presently located approx. 30’ from the curb on the edge of Brock’s driveway was open for much discussion as to the reasoning behind the opposition, the lack of places to put the sign where it would be advantageous, etc.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Bowland and seconded by Weber to present to the council no recommendation on this matter.  It was felt that the council would possibly like to research the matter more thoroughly before setting a precedence for the future of allowing signs on residential property.
