JUNE 10, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Anderson.  All council were present plus Al Nicholson, Bob Overseth, James Cooper, Curt Tabbert and Tom Myers-Independent.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve the May minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Curt Tabbert was present to ask the council for the entire $3,000 to be donated toward the purchase of the steamer.  A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Broadwater to give the entire $3,000 now toward the purchase plus $2,400 from the Bingo account to the city toward the building to be constructed to house the steamer.  Passed unanimously.  Discussion was held on different ideas as to the steamer location with no decision being made.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the kitchen addition permit for Glen Kramer.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to recommend a hearing though the Planning and Zoning Committee for the nonconforming workshop permit requested by Andrew Suchy.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to approve Bob Overseth’s garage sale business, which was recommended by the Planning and Zoning Committee.  All above motions passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to deny the sign Overseth has located on Dale Brock’s residential property.  Opposed by Broadwater.

Bids were opened on the blacktop patching project.

A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Klein to accept the low bid of Jim Cooper on the condition the city pay the blacktop bill and the labor to Cooper when work is finished.  Passed unanimously.  Smith stepped out.

Broadwater reported on the cooling system problem in the Liquor Store and recommended a ventilator and a swinging door is installed.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to have the vent installed and have Ralph Hemmerlin install a door at an estimated cost of $243.  Passed unanimously.  Smith returned.

After a lengthy discussion regarding water rates, a motion by Woodworth was made and seconded by Broadwater to increase rates to $30 for 5,000 gallons and $.50 per thousand over 5,000.  Klein and Smith were opposed.  Anderson’s vote dropped the motion.  A motion by Klein and seconded by Smith to raise rates to $25 minimum and $.50 over 5,000.  Woodworth and Broadwater opposed.  Anderson’s vote carried the motion.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to approve the Resolution to the county asking that they accept the ½ percent optional sales tax increase to save the government aid money but to send a letter to the state disapproving of the procedure.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Broadwater to approve the May bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Anderson will contact the Tandem Jump Co regarding liability insurance, etc.

A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Woodworth to change the July meeting from the 8th to the 15th for a more complete billing.  Passed unanimously.

Broadwater reported on the joint powers ambulance agreement.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the joint powers agreement.  Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding the Lake Adley road.  Contractors asked that the road be staked, etc. before they bid.  The restrooms at the park are on hold until Payne can start the work.

Meeting adjourned at 9:15 PM.
