JULY 15, 1991

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Anderson with Broadwater absent.  Public present were Terry Zimmerman, Paul Baer, Dorothy Suchy, Jim Cooper, M/M Orwin Curtis, Lyle from the Epilepsy Foundation, Bob Overseth and Larry Lahman.

A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Klein to approve the June minutes as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Terry Zimmerman of the Jaycee’s was present to ask for a beer license during the fall festival. A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve the beer license and the selling from 8-10-91 at 10:00 AM until 1:00 AM Sunday morning and 8-11-91 from 12 Noon until 10:00 PM with the stipulation insurance coverage must be on file.  Passed unanimously.  Terry also requested that power be placed in the shelter to allow for fewer cords running through the crowds.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to place power in the shelter.  Passed unanimously.

Following the reading of the minutes of the Planning and Zoning Commission, a motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to approve the conditional use permit requested by Andrew Suchy.  Passed unanimously.

Paul Baer requested a total of six visitor parking spaces in front of the Annex and Nursing Home.  A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to allow six visitor parking stalls at the nursing home with permission for employees to park on McCornell only on Sundays.  Passed unanimously.

Kamphake’s water shutoff was discussed with the decision to have him do the digging.  Larry will talk to him.

Complaints have again been received regarding the garage sale signs that are at Brock’s and Overseth’s.  It was agreed the signs were not according to ordinances and would have to be removed.

The Planning and Zoning Commission will be notified that the Prairie Farms group will not be signing the right of first refusal agreement as asked.  They felt the agreement would or could possible hinder or jeopardize the sale.  They did agree to notify us if the property were to come up for sale.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Smith to lower the assessment of Harvey Hemquist’s back four lots from $1,000 each to $500 each.  The assessor will be notified.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Woodworth to approve the building permit submitted by Charles Newberg for a house addition.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to approve the change of the Corner Bar pulltabs from the MS Society to the Epilepsy Foundation of Minnesota.  Passed unanimously.

The Mayor discussed the Fire Relief Association and their earlier request for a $50 increase.  There will not be an increase at the present time.

Discussion was held on the ambulance attendant position as to job description and wage.  A meeting will be held on Monday, July 22 at 7:00 PM to further discuss the position.

A request from Tom Andert of Miltona was discussed as to whether the city would be interested in splitting cost of jetter with Miltona.  The feeling was that we would possibly consider renting the equipment with the use of one of our employees instead.

The replacement of the city pickup was discussed.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Smith to approve the June bills as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Woodworth and Anderson will continue looking into the Lake Adley road project.

Smith offered some information from the planning commission whereby they would like to see changes in the city laws that would give the city better control over rental property.  Woodworth will contact someone in Douglas County.  Klein and Anderson will contact Hollatz TV regarding repair to the building.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Klein to contact Ralph Tillitt for future lawyer use.

Larry brought a quote for the elevator water project materials of $2,910.  Another quote to come.  Sorkness will be contacted regarding the easements.  Bids will be put out for the digging.  Larry also discussed the possible replacement of sewer line due to an enormous amount of water flowing through the manholes right now.  Larry will do some contact work before the next meeting to narrow the problem down.
