JULY 22, 1991

Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Anderson with Broadwater absent.  Public present were Ron Grefe, Tom Myers-Independent and Ken Hadley.

Discussion was held on the Fire Department budget.  Total budget asked for was $35,000, which included the purchase of more hose and professional services increase.  The Fire Relief Association amount on municipal support requested for 1992 was $7,448.  In the past, the amount was at a max of $3,000.  No decisions were made.  Grefe also offered a bid of $500 for a well pump shed at Lake Adley Park.

A motion was made by Woodworth and seconded by Smith to purchase the Hollatz TV building for $5,000.  Hollatz will pay last ½ taxes, remove all items from building and turn over abstract to city before completion of sale.

‘Removal of trees’ ad will be placed in the paper for two weeks.

Discussion was held on a job description regarding the part-time employee the city may share with the joint powers ambulance service.  Possibilities were maintenance, pool manager, building permit, zoning and city ordinances, economic development, etc.  Woodworth will attend the joint powers meeting on Wednesday for further input.

Budget meetings will continue on August 5, 1991 at 7:00 PM.

Greg Ritter’s Prairie Farms and Roger Smith’s will be contacted with easements for elevator water project.  A bid ad will be published for construction of the water main.

A motion was made by Smith and seconded by Woodworth to adjourn.
